III. Action Items

AI.

On a motion made by Director Brooks and seconded by Director Henderson, the

Directors unanimously voted to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 2, 2012.

With the recommendation of Sandy Newby (Chief Financial Officer, TRV A), Director

Henderson made a motion to receive and file the TRV A Finance Report. The motion was

seconded by Director Brooks and the vote in favor was unanimous. Director Higgins was not

present for the vote.

With the recommendation of Ms. Newby, Director Oliver made a motion to receive and

file the Central City Finance Report. The motion was seconded by Director Henderson and the

vote in favor was unanimous. President Maenius noted that the Tarrant County Commissioners

Court approved a 1.5 million dollar transfer to the City of Fort Worth for the Central City

Project. To date, Tarrant County has contributed 6.5 million.

With the recommendation of JD Granger (Executive Director, TRVA), Director Brooks

made a motion to recommend to the Tarrant Regional Water District that it accept a contribution

from Coors Distributing of Fort Worth for the commissioning of the Major Ripley Allen Amold

statue to be placed in the John V. McMillan Park for a tentative opening date of June 6, 2013.

The motion was seconded by Director Henderson and the vote in favor was unanimous.

With the recommendation of Woody Frossard (Project Manager, TRVA), Director Oliver

made a motion to approve the award of a contract for White Settlement Street Bridge Final

Design to Freese and Nichols, Inc. The motion was seconded by Director Brooks and the vote

in favor was unanimous.
